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THE DISPLACEMENT and its Impact on Security

The movement of refugees across borders is a global issue, often driven by the
pursuit of safety, and fleeing from conflicts, persecution, or economic hardships.
While the humanitarian necessity to assist the displaced is often paramount, their
uncontrolled influx can pose serious threats to the security of the host nations.
One of the most prominent security concerns associated with refugees is the
potential infiltration of terrorists. The danger here extends beyond the direct threat
of terrorists - it also entails the diversion of resources dedicated to counter-
terrorism efforts, which must be redirected towards monitoring suspicious border
crossings and surveillance of the displaced populations.

In addition, some refugees may be drawn towards criminal gangs. This
compounds the security risks and adds immense pressure on the security forces.
Further, the refugees' flow creates immense pressure on the state’s economy and
resources, particularly in developing countries facing economic challenge. The
economic pressures extend beyond just expenditure, and can create competition
for jobs, which raises the unemployment rate and the security implications resulting
from tension between the local population and the displaced.

This information provides a basis for understanding the immense difficulties
Lebanon has faced due to the ongoing Syrian refugee crisis. While emphasizing
the necessity of addressing this issue from the perspective of international law
and human rights, away from racism, it isimportant to acknowledge the negative
impact of displacement on Lebanon economically, financially, socially, security-
wise, environmentally, and health-wise. This reality has prompted the Lebanese
state to make strenuous efforts and communicate with relevant parties.

Amid this situation, the Army continues to shoulder its national responsibilities,
chief among them preserving security and stability, while the refugee crisis has
placed additional tasks on its shoulders, including pursuing those involved in
terrorist acts and perpetrators of crimes, monitoring and controlling the borders,
and combating illegal infiltration.

Despite the severity of the current circumstances and the expansion of repeated
Israeli aggression, the military institution is operating under the sanctity of its
mission and remains determined to continue its sacrifices for the safety of the
nation. However, the exceptional stage we are going through requires redoubling
the efforts regarding the dangerous challenges, especially those related to the
displacement crisis, hoping that the international community will assume its
responsibilities in this regard so that we can spare our homeland and our the
negative consequences of the events in the region.
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
